Utilizing the Class Proceedings Acf British Columbia, the Kwicksutaineuk/Ah-Kwa-Mig-irst Nation will
seek remedies from the court requiring the defeydlae B.C. Government (represented by the B.Cidn of
Agriculture and Lands) to address the decline ild a&lmon in their traditional territory.

The KAFN have asserted a constitutionally proteétbdriginal right to fish for wild salmon for foodpcial
and ceremonial purposes within the Broughton Arelasigo. The Broughton Archipelago is the area osbay
islands and mainland coast adjacent to the noghsee of Vancouver Island.
